Lewis E. Silverman, Executive Director of Consumer Satisfaction Services in Harrisburg, 
PA has “successfully failed” twice in attempting suicide in past years.  This session will 
discuss the issues which led to those attempts, and what has transpired since is intended 
to show that is it possible to move beyond the pain and create something positive and 
valuable. Karen Marshall is the Program Development Director at the American 
Association of Suicidology, and a survivor of two family suicides. She will discuss the 

unique aspects of grief after a suicide, and how some survivors move into advocacy as a 
way of healing and helping others.

Implementing  Comprehensive Suicide Prevention Strategies Among Juvenile Offenders
